This Agreement, entered into this 1°./i., day of :JVi>/f 2015, 

by and between the Tov,nship of Monroe, in the County of lVfiddlesex, a Municipal 

Corporation of the State ofNew Jersey, hereinafter called fue."Tmvnship" and the Monroe 

Tmvnshlp Superior Officer's Association. hereinafter called the "Association", represents 

tl1e complete and final lU1derstandi1.1g on all bargainahle issues between the Township and 

the Association. 

ARTICLE II 

RECOGNITION 

Township recognizes the Association as the exclusive collective negotiations agent 

for all Sergeants and Lieutenants for the purposes of collective bargaining and on all terms 

and conditions of employment and grievances. 

ARTICLE ill 

FULLY BARGAINED AGREEMENT 

A. This Agreement represe.nts and incorporates the complete and final 

llnderstandb.1g and settlement by the parties of all bargainable issues which were or could 

have been the subject of negotiations. During the term of this Agreement, neither party 

will be required to negotiate with respect to any such matter, whether or not covered by 

this Agreement, and whether or not within the knowledge or contemplation of either or 

both parties at the time they negotiated or signed this Agreement. 
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B. At any time during the term of this Agreement, either the Township or the 

Association may initiate a meeting (s) for the pmJJose of clarifying, modifying, or 

inte1preting any potiion of the Agreement that they foe] may be unclear, inadequate, 

unnecessary, ambiguous, etc. TI1ere will be no dwnge in present language unless both 

parties agree and sign-off on said changes. 

ARTICLE IV 

NEGOTIATION OF SUCCESSOR AGREElYIENT 

A. Parties agree to enter into collective negotialion over a successor agreement 

in accordance with Chapter 123, Public Laws 1975 in a good faith effort to reach agreement 

on all matters concerning the terms and conditions of Police Employment. Such 

negotiations shall begin no later than the ~tesday :following the first Monday of September 

of the calendar year in which this Agreement expires. Any Agreement so negotiated shall 

apply to all employees in the bargaining unit, shall be reduc.ed to writing, and shall be 

signed by the Chief Executive of the Township and President of the Associaiion. 

B. This Agreement shall not be modified in whole or part by the parties except 

by an instnunent in v;ritmg duly executed by both paities. 

C. This Agreement shal1 be in ful] force and effect from January.], 2015 to 

December 31, 2018. 



ARTICLE V 

MANAGEJ\IBNT RIGHTS 

A. The Township of Monroe hereby retains and reserves unto itself, vvithout 

li.r:nita:tion, all powers, rights, authority, duties and responsibilities confened upon and 

vested in it by the laws and Constitution of the State ofNew Jersey and of the United States, 

including, but without limiti' · the generality of the foregoing and following rights: 

L Th· executive management and administrative control of the 

Township Govemme; · d its properties and facilities and activities of its employees 

utilizing personnel !"thods and means of the most appropriate and efficient manner 

possible as may f Jm time to time be determined by the Township. I . . -
2. To make ruies of procedure and conduct, to use improved methods 

and equipment, to decide the number of employees needed for any particular time and to 

be in sole charge of the quality and quantity of the work required. 

3. The 1ight of management to make such reasonable rules and 

regulations as it may from time to time deem best for the purpose of maintaining order, 

safety and/or the effective operation of the Department after advance written notice thereof 

to the employees to require compliance by the employees is recognized. 

4. To hlre all employees, to promote, transfer, assign · or retain 

employees in positions within the Township. 

5. To suspend, demote, discharge or take any other appro-priate 

disciplinary action against any employee for good and just cause according to law. 
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6. To lay off employees in the event oflack of :fimds. 

7. The Township reserves the right v,ith regard to all other conditions 

of enJJJloyment not reserved. to make such changes as it deems desirable and necessary for 

the efficient and effective operat-ion of the Police Department. 

B. In the exercise of the foregoing powers, rights, authorities, duties, and 

responsibilities of the To\.vnship, the adoption of policies_, rules, regulations, Code of 

Conduct and practices in the :furtherance thereof, al!d the use of judgment and discretion in 

connection therewith, shall be limited only by the specific and express tenus herein and 

shall be in conformance with the Constitution and laws of New Jersey and of the United 

States. 

· G. Nothing contained herein shall be construed to deny or restrict the Township 

of its rights, responsibilities and authority under N.J.S.A. 40A:l-1 et seq. or any other 

national, state, county or local laws or regulations.

1. The nonnal working week for steady day persom1el shall consist of 

an eight (8) hour workday schedule as follows: five (5) days on follo"wed by two (2) days 

off and then four (4) days on followed by three (3) days off. All 1.mif01med personnel 

covered by this agreement shall work a nine (9) hours work day schedule as follows: five 

(5) days on followed by three (3) days oft~ five (5) days on followed by tln·ee (3) days off,

' five (5) days on followed by fom (4) days off. Employees are: required to rnpmt for work 

fifteen (15) minutes prior to the commencement of their w011< shift. For the pmpose of 

calculating time off, personal days, vacation, compensatory time off, and sick days will 

equal eight (8) hours for day personnel and nine (9) hours for uniformed personnel. 

Effective January I, 1989, whenever an employee is required to work overtime in excess 

of and in co11.tinuatio11 ofhis regular day's shift, he shall be compensated at the rate of one . . 

and one half (1 Y:a) times his regular hourly rate of pay for all .. tiJne worked over bis normal 
. i' 

shift period. The employee may also elect to take compensafory time in lieu of money. 

Such time to be calculated at the time and one half rate. No employee shall maintain an 

amount in excess of eighty (80) hours compensatory time "on the books". Compensatory 

time use, if elected in two (2) hour blocks cannot be canceled once it is scheduled, 

2. Effective 1/1/15, non-Patrol personnel shall be assigned to a work 

schedule consisting of a 9-hoiir workday of 4 consecutive days on duty and 3 consecutive 
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days off duty, Monday through Friday. It is agreed !hat days off shall be selected by 

seniority but only after consideration by the Chief in his sole discretion, of proper staffing 

of ranking officers. Bidding shall take place in November and the schedule shall be 

issued by December 15. 

The 4/3 work schedule shall be implemented on a 6"month trial basis. Extensions 

of the six-month period upon its conclusion shall require mutual consent of the parties 

hereto. 

B. Patrol Work Schedule 

1. The work schedule is based on three (3) days on - two (2) days off; 

two (2) days on - three (3) days off; two (2) days on - two (2) days off The hours of 

work are 6:DO a.m. to 6:00 p.m. or 6:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. The daily maximum amount of 

hours that can be worked is sixteen (16). 

2. Bidding for Patrol shifts shall take place in November for lhe 

upcoming calendar year. Each officer shall submit his first selection for the shift and side 

of his choice and a second selection. Except as provided below, bidding for shifts and 

sides shall be on a seniorily basis. However, when an offic.er voluntaii.l y transfers back to 

Patrol fron1 a non-patrol assignment, he shall be placed on a shift and side at the Chiefs 

discretion until the next bidding process, If an officer is involuntarily retu111ed to Patrol, 

the shift to which he is assigne1 shall be the same as that of the officer who assumes his 

non-patrol assignment. 

During each bidding process, the CbJefmay deny up to 2 officers their first choice 

and award his second choice in favor of a less senior officer for legitimate·business 
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reasons as reasonably determined by the Chief. The reason(s) must be submitted in 

writing to the SOA. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, should there be a 

shortage of oflfoers either selecting the A_M or Pl'vf shift, any vacancies created thereby 

may be filled by the Chief in accordance with the needs of the Department. Should such 

shortage occur, the filling of any vacancies shall not be deemed a violation of the bidding 

process restricting the Chief in any manner. 

The_ Chief or his designee shall post the schedule for the upcoming year by 

December 15. 

C. If an employee is recalled to unscheduled duty for any reason during a 

petiod when the employee is not scheduled fot work, including but not limited to 

emergencies, depa.rtni.ent hearings (excluding grievances and arbitration) 'Without at least 

seventy two (72) hours prior notice, he shall be paid for all hours worked and shall 

receive a minimum of four (4) hours compensation at time and one half (1 Y.) regardless 

of whether or not said employee works snyh entire four ( 4) hour period. Any overtime 

perfo1med by !Ill employee on his day off in excess of eight (8) hours shall be 

compensated at the rate of double time. 

Patrol Shift overtime ,vill be covered by Officers on their off day l1sing the current 

mode! of the rotating list, by Squad, of everyone off for either the A squads or B squads 

or those officers assigned to Dayshlft (Patro1/Traf£ic, Detectives and Administration). 

Overtime can be taken in 6 or 12 hout blocks. Any Officer who voluntarily works a 12 

hour Road Coverage shift will not be compensated at double time, until they exceed 12 

hours. In the event of an ongoing or !Ill unforeseen incident, an Officer will be allowed to 
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hang over or be called in early, so long as said Overtime does not exceed four ( 4) actual 

hours of work The 16 hour rule shall not be violated. 

D. In Jiuiher accordance with the definitional section, if any employee should 

be requLred to appear before any Grand Jury, Municipal Collli, State Comi or Federal 

Court, such time d11ring which he is so engaged shall be considered a time of assignment . 

to, and performance of, his regular duty and when such appearance occurs outside his 

normal working shift, said employee shall receive compensation from the time the 

. employee logs in until the time he logs out. 

E. Any employee who works a holiday shall receive time and one half (1 Y:,) 

bis normal rate of pay. .Overtime worked on a holiday shall be compensated at the rate of 

double time. A shift employee will be paid holiday pay compensation if he works on the 

day that the holiday is observed by the To,vnship offices, with the exception ofNew Year's 

Day, Independence Day an.cl Christmas Day, which will be observed on January 1, July 4, 

and .December 25 respectively, regardless of what day of the week is falls on. If said 

employee happens to be scheduled off on the latter three holidays but works the 

Township's observed day, he is not entitled to compensation. An employee nor.111ally 

scheduled to work :tvlonday through F1iday will have all holidays paid at holiday rate 

compensation on ilie day the holiday is observed by the Township Offices. lf said 

employee happens to work on New Year's Day, Independence Day, or Christmas Day 

when these holidays fall on a weekend, he -will be entitled to normal oveitime and/or call­

in provisions of this agreement, but he will not be entitled to holiday compensation until 

the observed day. Effective September 12, 2014 and thereafter, Officers shall be paid time 

-9-



and one-half for all homs worked during the 24 hour holiday period, regardless of the date 

that their shift statts or :finishes. 

F. If an employee is recalled to work dming bis/her vacation time, personal 

time and compensatory time, but not sick time, said employee shall receive compensation 

at a rate of one aud one-half (1 %) his/her regular rate of pay. In addition, said employee 

shall have the vacation day, personal day or compensatory time credited to his/her available 

yacation time of the applicable year. 

G. If aJJ Township Offices close with the exception of the Township Road 

Department, all employees of the Police Department are to receive compensatory time, 

from 9:00 atn of the day in question to 9:00 atn of the following workday. 

H. TI an Officer who is not assigned to the 12-bour Palwl Schedule is assigned 

to school on his days of( he will be entitled to the same number of days off at the 

completion of school.· If assigned to au all day school (6 hours), this shall serve as bis 

workday. 1f assigned to a school of less than 6 hours, he shall return to work and complete 

his shlft. 

If atl Officer working the 12-hour Patrol Schedule is scheduled to au all-day school 

(8 hotrrs), this shall serve as his day of work. 1f an Officer working the 12-hour Patrnl 

Schedule is scheduled to a halfi'pattial day school, he will be required to retum to work for 

the remainder of the 12 hour shift. If an Officer is scheduled for any training, including 

schools, on a :regular day off, the Officer will be compensated wiih time aud one-half; for 

· such training. Effective January 1, 2015, officers shall receive 72 hours of compensatory 

time annually for training { 48 hours at time and one-half) for 48 hours of training. 
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I. If an Officer is scheduled for any training, including schools, on a regular 

day off, the Officer will be compensated with time and one-half; for such training. 

J. Corn1)ensatoty Time -overtime, at the Officer's option, shall be paid at the 

one and one-half (1 'h) hour compensatory time off rate (CTO). Compensat01y time off 

may be accumulated to a ma.-s;_imum of eighty (80) hours. Effective January 1, 2015, all 

Ofiicers working the twelve (12) hour Patrol Schedule will be given 144 hours 

compensatory time annually (for fue hours worked over fue Federal Standard of2080), plus 

the 72 hours of compensatory time for 48 hours of In-House tra1ning requirements (as s<lt 

forth in Paragraph H, above) for a total of216 hours of Compensatory Time. The 48 hours 

allotted for training will be used at fue discretion of the Chief of Police to aceomplish 

training requirements/needs. All of these Compensato1y hours must be used within the 

calendar year or they will be forfeited. TI1e 144 hours of work schedule compensatory time 

and the seventy-two (72) hours of training compensatory time shall be :in aclclition to the i/,

ARTICLE VIlI 

CLOTHING ALLOWANCE AND REPLACE1V1ENT 

A. In addition to the above, the Township shall supply to Police Officers, 

reasonable replacement for articles of civilian clothing rendered unusable as a result of 

action taken in perfo11nance of his duty. The Township shall require receipts of value as 

to any claims made o,, a prospective basis. 
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B. The Township vvill pay for the replacement or repair ofunifo1111 apparel and 

Township issued weapons damaged in the line of duty. The Township ,vill also pay to 

teplace prescription glasses and contact lenses at a maximum of l wo hundred do Ilars 

($200.00), and a maximum of one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00) for watches. 

C. Uniforms lost or destroyed, by the negligence of the employee shall be 

replaced by the employee at his OVi'll expense. 

A. Sick Leave 

ARTICLE IX 

SICKLEAVE 

1. Each member of the Police .Department shall be entitled to ninety· 

six (96) hours of sick leave for the calendar year. Sick leave shall be granted to each full 

time employee who through bona fide sickness or injury becomes incapacitated to a degree 

that it makes it impossible for him to perform the duties of his posrtion or whom a physician 

quarantines because he has been exposed to a contagious disease. 

2. A certificate from a physician designated by the Township and/01' 

the employee's own physician may be required as sufficient proof of the need for sick 

leave. Vilhen the Township designates its physician, the Tovmshlp shall pay the costs of 

the doctor. When the certificate is supplied by the employee's physician, the employee 

shall hear the cost o:fthe doctor's visit. In cases of sick leave due to contagious disease or 

exposure to the same, a certificate from the Townshlp Department of Health may be 

required be.fore the employee is pennitted to work. If the employee does not complywitb 
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a request for the above outlined ce1tificate, the employee involved shall suffer loss of pay 

for a period of time involved in unsubstantiated sick leave and be subject to disciplinary 

action as outlined in. Township ordinances pertaining to Police Rules, Regulations and 

disciplinary action. 

3. Employees in their first year of employment shall be entitled to one 

day of sick leave for each month of employment. 

4. Sick leave may be accumulated without limit during each 

employee's len_,uth of service. 

5. Accmnulated sick leave may be used by an employee for personal 

illness; illness in his immediate family which he can satisfactorily substantiate and which 

requires his personal attendance upon the ill person or persons nomially in the care of the 

ill person; quarantine restrictions; and pregnancy of the employee or disabling injury. The 

term "immediate family" for the purpose of this paragraph shall mean apd refer only to the 

employee's spouse or child, and parent or unmarried brother or sister residing in the 

employee's household. In all c.ases sick leave will be granted in terms of "immediate 

family" only if the care is being provided by the employee. 

6. The To,vnshlp shall schedule full physical examina:tiom; for each 

covered employee, every ihree (3) years, or more frequently a:t its discretion. The physical 

examination shall include a medical examination, EKG, sedimentation rate, hemoccult, 

urinalysis, blood work, PSA, and any additional tests deemed medically necessary by the 

Towµship Doctor. The full cost oftbis physical examination shall be paid by the Township. 

Any medical problems discovered dming the physical exam remain the responsibility of 
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that emp.loyee. 

7. The Township agrees to provide employees with up to one hundred 

twenty (120) calendar days of extended sick leave in the event that a debilitating sickness 

andlor injmy is incurred while off the job excluding any sickness or debilitating injury 

incurred while in fue employ of some third party to include. self-employment. Certification 

by the Township physician that the employee has slL~tained a debilitating sickness andior 

injury ·will be required. Such certification shall be submitted at least once each month 

dwing the disability unless waived by the Township Administrator and shall be based 

either on examination by the Township physidan or consultation by him with the treating 

_physician. 

8. · Before availing himsel£'herself of e1,.'tended sick leave benefits, an 

employee shall use all of his available accumulated and cun-ent year monthly allocations 

of sick leave. An employee shall continue to have credited to his/her record one day per 

month of sick leave during the period he/she is on extended sick leave. 

9. An employee availing himseWherself of extended sick leave 

benefits must file for any applicable private., state or federal income protection programs 

which are available. The employee shall reimburse the To,,vnship for extended sick leave 

benefits from any compensation he/she receives under worker's compensation, disability 

or private income insurance protection program, excluding lump sum settlements for 

pmiial or permanent disability awards. 

10. Sick Time Incentive Program: Once an employee has emned and 

accumulated a "bank" of 240 hours, that employee may choose to utilize the sick time 
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incentive program. 

Under this program, the employee may convert sick hours, earned. or 

anticipated which are in excess of his "bank", into compensatory days. The maxin111m 

number of hours an employee may convert in a calenda.J· year is 80. Hours which are 

converted must be utilized in the year they are requested, as compensatory time secured 

under this program are not cumulative. If an employee earns his "bank", then requests to 

convert 80 hours of his anticipated 96 hours into compensatory days, be is left wiU1 his 

"bank'' plus 16 excess hours. Should ·fue need arise for this employee to utilize 24 or more 

sick hours during the balmce of that year, he v,ill have violated bis "bank" and will be 

~q u:ired to earn back the hours needed to complement the 240 hour "bank" before he is 

again eligible to convert days. Antidpated sick days cannot be used to satis:(y the 240 hour 

"bank" replacement

Floating holidays are not cumulative and 

said leave shall not be taken unless 48 hours' notice thereof has been given to the Chief of 

Police,

7. The Township shall have the right to change insurance carriers so 

long as substantially similar benefits are provided. The Township shall provide the 

Association with thirty (30) days written notice of such proposed change. A copy of such 
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proposed policy shall be provided to ·fue Association by the insurance canier. 

8. Health benefits, as they apply to prescription dmg and/or optical 

coverage accomplished by other recognized bargaining units imder the direct jurisdiction 

of the Municipal Government during the term of this contract shall automatically be 

provided to the employees covered by this contract. 

B. The Tovmship will _provide outpatient coverage tbrnugh its msurance 

carrier. 

C. ..When a retired employee attains the age of 65, they shall take Part "B;, of 

the Medicare Health System. Medicare at age 65 ,vill be the retiree's primary insurance 

carrier and the provider supplied by the Township will be secondary. The Township shall 

only xeimburse for the base premium cost per month for Medicare Part B. 

D. 1VIaternitv Leave 

I. Granted to all foll-time fomale employees who are covered by thls 

agxeeruent pursuant to Article IL 

2. No later than the fomih (4th) month, the employee shall notify the 

Chief of Police in v,ri.ting of the condition of her pregnancy. Upon notifying the Chief of 

Police, the employee shall let it be known as to plans of continuing employment or taking 

leave of absence not to exceed 60 days unless prevented from doing so for medical reasons. 

Notification of pregnancy shall be required from her physician giving the date of expected 

delivery and her ability to continue her nom1al duties. She shall give the Chief of Police a 

monthly certificate from her physician indicating her ability to continue working. 

3. Paid leave is for 60 days but employees may exercise the option of 
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the beginning ofleave as lcmg as delivery comes within 60 days. 

4. It will not be required for employees to use their sick time first when 

on maternity leave, providing they have been employed for two (2) years. W11ile on 

mat=ity leave employees shall accumulate sick days in accordance ,vith the contract 

fo1mula of one (1) day per month. 

a. Job held open for six (6) months. Individual shall be placed 

at fue same position on the same salary schedule that she would have attained had she been 

employed by the Township during that period. 

E. · Effective January 1, 2008 the 'J;'ownship shall have the right to implement a 

prescription drug co-payment plan for all Employees with a :five dollar ($5. 00) generic co­

payment and a fifteen dollar ($15.00) brand name co-payment. Mail order presc1iptions 

shall be at the ten dollar ($10.00) gene1ic and thirty dollar ($30.00) brand name co-payment 

rate (a ninety (90) day supply). 

F. Each Employee shall have the individual annual option of opting out of 

health care coverage. In the event of an opt-out then fue individual Employee shall receive 

fifty percent (50%) of the healfu care premiuni expense to be computed upon and not to 

exceed fifty percent (50%) of 2007 premium leyels. New employees and cunent 

employees v;ho did not have an opt-out waiver filed prior to May 22, 2010; shall receive 

25% or $5,000, whichever is less. Said option shall be exercised no later than November 

1 of the preceding year of the opt-out year and the resulting payment shall be made to the 

individual Employee no later than fue second payroll in November of the opted-out year. 
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G. The prescription drug co-payments as set forth in paragraph F above shall 

be applied prospectively for active Employees. 

H. Future retirees shall be maintained at the heal.th care coverage levels and 

benefits in effect at the time ofthe:ir retirement. I. lt is the intention of this section to 

continue the benefits of this .. Article to the spouse and dependent children of any officer 

who may lose his/her life as a result of engaging in a police related incident responsible for 

that loss of life. Therefore, the spouse :;tnd dependent children of any officer ,vho may lose 

his/her life while engaged iu the performance of their duties in a· police related incident 

shall receive all benefits under this Arlicle as if 1Jiat officer retired. 

ARTICLE XIV 

WORK IN HIGHER RANK 

A Any Sergeant assigned by the Chief of Police/Director of Public Safety, or 

designated by rules and regulations, to occupy the position and ass11me the responsibilities 

of a Lieutenant for any workday shall be compensated for that time of service at the 

Lieutenant's base rate of pay. 

B The aforementioned policy specified in Paragraph A shall be applicable to 

Lieutenants serving as Captain. or Chief of Police during their absence clue to vacation 

periods or extended illnesses only-.

ARTICLE:X'V 

EDUCATION BENEFITS 

Any Association member who attends school shall be responsible for Jhe 

initial costs of tuition, academic fees, and any other required fees for all courses in which 

he enrolls. In addition, he shall be responsible for payment of all books and materials 

required for said courses. In fue interest of supporting the concept of continued education, 

the tovmship shall provide a College Incentive Program to provide economic remuneration 

to those individuals in pursuit of Undergraduate and Graduate Degrees. 

B. Associate Degree (total requirement 60 credits). Upon obtaining fifteen (15) 

credits towards an Associate Degree, the employee will receive upon submission of a 

certified copy of his college transcript, in addition to his base pay five dollars ($5.00) pe1' 

certi.fied credit each year. There ,vill be no economic benefit applied until an officer obtains 

a minimum of 15 credits. In order to be entitled to the benefits as conferred by this section, 

enwloyee must _achieve a minimum grade of "C" or its nUlllerical equivalent. 

C. Bachelor of Arts Degree (total requirement 120 credits). Upon obtaining 

tl:rlrty (30) credits towards a Bachelor of Arts Degree, the employee will receive upon 

submission of a certified copy of his college transcript, in addition to his base pay ten 

dollars ($10.00) per certified credit each year. There will be no economic benefit applied 

until an officer obtafas a minimum of 30 credits. In order to be entitled to the benefits as 

conferred by this section, employee must achieve a rninimmn grade of"C" or its numerical 

equivalent. 
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D. Masters Degree (total requirement 36 credits of graduate work). Upon 

obtaining nine (9) ctedits towards a Masters Degree, the employee \:v:ill receive upon 

submission of a certified copy of his post graduate transcript, in addition to his base pay 

fifteen dollars ($15.00) per certified credit each year. TI1ere will be no economic benefit 

applied rn:itil an officer obtains amin:immn of9 credits. 111 order to be entitled to the benefits 

as conferred by this section, employee must achieve a minirnmn grade of "C" or its 

nmnedcal equivalent. 

E. Each employee who plans to take advantage of the Co.llege Incentive 

Program shall notify the Chief of Police in writing no later than October 1, of each calendar 

year concerning the following for budget purposes: 

1. TI1e school he/she w:ill be attending. 

2. A projection of1he nmnber of total credits he/she anticipates 
taldng during 1111, piotiod January 1 to December 31. 

3. A projection of the number of total credits he/she anticipates . 
compensation for during the period January I to December 
31. 

F. Payment of the College Incentive Program shall be made once each year in 

December based on credentials filed ~vith the Chief of Police during the course of the fiscal 

year. 

G. Upon satisfactory completion of a degree program and satisfactory filing of 

appropriate transcripts with the Chief of Police, the employee shall be entitled to receipt of 

an annual credit allotment. 

B. If a breach in the pursuit of a given degree program extends two (2) years 
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without activity on the employee's part, any previously accomplished credit allotments 

shall become null and void and shall not be considered by the Township unless the 

employee becomes re-enrollecl on a continuous basis. 

L Employees shall fo1feit all educational benefits due or receivecl within a 

one-year period if the employee leaves the employ of the Township under a voluntaiy 

separation. 

J. Upon receipt of the following degrees, the employee shall receive the 

appropriate sum of money. Said payment shall be made in December of each year and it is 

understood that once the degree is acquired, credit payment for that degree, as outlined 

. above, shall no longer apply to that degree. Should the employee commence school for ari 

advanced degree, the ne;.'i appropriate section shall commence:

Bachelors Degree 

Masters Degree

It is understood that the employee who was receiving payment for an Associate 

Degree and then received a Bachelor's Degree would receive payment only for the 

Bachelor's Degree from that point Thus, these fig1.1res are not cumulative. 

K. · All ofiicers who are or have been honorably discharged from the military 

after a minimum of 4 years of full-time, active service shall receive the Bachelor's Degree 

stipend. Those officers who are in the Reserve component of the Armed Forces or a State 

'Militia shall receive the Associate' s Degree stipend. However, if such officer has been 
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activated for a minimum of 4 years of that service they shall receive the Bachelor's Degree 

stipend. 

ARTICLE XVI 

ASSOCIATION RIGHT AND PRIVILEGES 

A. Accredited representatives of the Association may enter the Township 

facilities or premises at reasonable hours for the pmpose of observing working conditions 

or assisting in the adjustment of grievances. When the Association decides to have its 

representatives enter the Tovmship facilities or premises, it will request such permission 

from the appropriate Tovmsbip representatives and such pennission v<,jlJ not be 

unreasonably withheld provided there shall be no inte1ference v,ith the normal operations 

of the business of Township government or nounal duties of the employees. 

B. One (1) Association rr;;presentative may be appointed to represent the 

Association in grievances with the Township and to conduct investigations thereof with no . . 

loss of regular pay. Pe.nni.ssion from the Chief of Police will be required br;;fore leaving 

duty a%ignrnent. 

C. During collective negotiations, authorized Association repmsenlatives, not 

to exceed two (2), shall be excused from their normal work duties to participate in 

collective negotiations sessions that are reasonable and necessary and shal.l suffer no Joss 

of regular pay. Pennission from the Chief of Police will br;; required before leaving· duty 

assigM;1ent. 
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D. Use of the bulletin boards - The Association shall be atrthoriz~d to use a 

designated bulletin board at Police Headguaiters for the posting of Association notices. 

ARTICLE XVII 

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE 

A. The pm]lose of this procedure is to secure, at the lowest possible level, an 

equitable soh.ition to the problems which may arise affecting the terms and conditions of 

employment. 

B. Nothing herein shall be construed as limiting the right of aiiy employee 

having a grievance to discuss the matter informally with any appropriate member of the 

Department. 

C. Definition 

A grievance is a complaint ah9ut the interpretation, application or alleged violation 

of policies, agreements or administrative decisions affecting airy memher of the batgainu1g 

unit. 

D. I)nys 

All reference to days in the grievance shall mean Monday through F1iday, not 

including holidays. 

Formal grievances shall be submitted in the manner prescribed below only after the 

chain of co=and requirements of the Police Department Rules and Regulations have been 

complied with witl1out satisfactory conclusion. All grievance proceedfogs shall be 

presented in ·writing at all levels speci±led bet ow. There shall be no overtime compensation 
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applied to any employee when the timc, is related to the grievance procednre. 

E. The following constitutes the sole and exclllsive method for resolving 

grievances between the parties covered by this Agreement, and shall be followed in its 

entirety unless any step is waived by mutual consent: 

Step One: The aggrieved or association shall institute action under the 

provisions hereof within five (5) clays after the event giving rise to the grievance has 

occun:ecl or when the employee or Association knew or should have knDwn of the event 

and eamest effort shall be made to settle the differences between the aggrieved employee 

and the immediate superior for the purpose of resolving the matter informally. Failure to 

act within said five (5) clays shall be deemed to constitute an abandonment of the grievance. 

Step Two; If no agreement can be reached orally witltln three (3) clays 

of the initial discussion v.rifh the immediate superior, the employee or the Association may 

present the grievance in v.'.l'iting witl1in three (3) days thereafter to the immediate 

supervisor. The written grievance at this step shall contain the relevant facts and a 

summary of the preceding oral discussion, the applicable Section offhis contract violated, 

and the remedy requested by the grievant The immediate snperior villl answet the 

grievance in ,vriting within five ( 5) days of fue receipt of the written grievance. 

Step Three; If the aggrieved or Association wishes to appeal the decision 

of fue immediate superior, such appeal shall be presented in ,vritilig within ten (10) 

business days of the WTitten response :from the immediate superior. In the event that the 

aggrieved employee is a Sergeant, he shall submit ltls appeal to the Captain. Irr the event 

that the aggrieved employee is a Lieutenant, he shall submit his appeal to the Chief of 
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Police. The Chief of Police 01: Captain will have ten (10) days in which to answer the 

grievance in writing. 

Step Three A: If a Sergeant wishes to appeal the decision of the Captain, 

such appeal shall be presented in vv:riting to the Chief of Police within ten (10) days of 

receiving a wlitten response from the Captain. 

Step Three B: If the Association wishes to appeal the decision of the Chief 

of Police, such appeal shall be presented in 1,v1iting to 1:he Business Administrator within 

ten (10) business days of the written response or lack of response from the Chief of Police. 

This presentation shall include copies of all previous correspondence relating to the matter 

in dispute. The Chief of Police shall respond, in writing, to the grievance within ten (10) 

days of the submission. This presentation shall include copies of all previous 

. conespondence relating to the matter in dispute. The Business Administrator shall 

respond, in ·writing, to the grievance ,vithin ten (10) days of the si,-ibmission. 

Step Four: A1·bitration 

a. If the grievance has not been resolved at Step 3B, then within tl1it'ly 

(3 0) days from determination of the grievance at Step 3B, the Association may submit the 

grievance to arbitration. 

b. The selection of an Arbitrator and the arbitration shall be in 

accordance with the rnles and procedures of the New Jersey State Board of Mediation. 

Simnltaneously, with application to the New Jersey State Board of Mediation, the 

Association will send notice to the Township of the applica1ioh for arbiiTation. 

c. Only matters pertaining to the application and/or intelJJretation of 
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the provisions of this Agreement may be brought to the Arbitration. 

d. The decision of the Arbitrator shaU be in \Vtiting and shall include 

the reasons for such decision. 

e. The decision of the Arbitrator shall be binding upon the Township 

am! the Association and employee. 

f. The parties shall direct the Arbitrator to decide, as a preliminary . . 

question, whether he has jurisdiction to hear and decide the matter in dispute. 

g. The Arbitrator shall be bound by the provisions of this agreement 

and the Constitution and Laws of 1he State of New Jersey, and be restricted to the 

application of1he facts presented to him involved in the grievance. The arbitrator shall not 

have 1he authority to add to, modify, detract from or alter in any way 1he provisions of this 

agreement or any amendment or supplement thereto. 

h. The expenses of1he arbitrator's bill shall be shared equally by the 

parties. 

F. Upon prior uotice to the Chief of Police, one designated Association 

representative shall be pennitted as a member of the Grievance Committee to corder with 

employees and the Township on specific grievances in accordance ·with the giievance 

procedure set forth herein duriug working hours o:f employees, without loss of pay, 

provided the conduct of said business does not diminish the effectiveness of the Tovmship 

of Monroe or require the recall of off-duty employees. 

G. The time limits expressed herein shall be strictly adhered to. If any 

grievance has not been initiated within the time limits specified, then the grievance shall 
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be deemed lo have been abandoned. If the grievance is not processed to the ne:;..i 

succeeding step in the grievance procedure within the time limits prescribed there1mder, 

then the disposition· of the grievance at file last preceding step shall be deemed to be 

conclusive. If a decision is not rendered within the time limits prescribed for decision at 

any step in the grievm1ce procedure, then the grievance shaU be deemed to have been 

denied. Nothing herein shall prevent !he parties from .mutually agreeing to extend or 

contract the tiine limits for processing the. grievance at any stage in the grievance 

procedure. 

ARTICLE::\.'Vill 

MILEAGE ALLOWANCE 

The Township agrees that whenever an employee is required to utilize his personal 

vehicle in the performat1ce of To'i\>nshlp business, he shall be reimbursed at the mileage 

rate established by Ordinat1ce or at the I.R.S. rate per mile, whichever is the greater mnolmt 

for same. The employee shall be required to submit a requisition form provided by the 

Director of Public Safety/Chief of Police outlining the duty performed, starting point, 

destination at1d mileage involved. 

ARTICLEXIX 

EJVIPLOYEE :FILE 

A. No material, including but not limited to work evaluation, reprimat1ds, or 

criticisms, shall be placed into fill employee's personnel file without the employee's 

knowledge of the instrnment to be filed and without the employee's written 
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acknowledgment, or if the employee refuses to sign the instrument, a notation on the 

· instrument stating that "this instrument was shown to the subject employee prior to filing 

in the presence of the Chief of Police and the undersigned member of the staff on dav. 

time, and date." ----·---·-----------

Signa:ruie of witness from Chief of Police staff 

The employee's signatme shall merely indicate his acknowledgment of the filing 

of the document and shall not in any way indicate his agreement with the material, nor sh.all 

it prejudice any future action he may institute. 

B. An employee shall have the right to attach a response to any material that is 

· placed into his personnel file. 

C. An employee shall within five (5) worki11g days of a ,vritten request to the 

Chief of Police/Director of Public Safety, have an opportunity to review his personnel 

folder in file presence of an appropriate official of the Police Department to examine any 

criticism, commendation or any evaluation of his work pedbmmnce or conduct prepared 

by the To,v:nsbip during the tenn ofihi.s agreement. The employee shall be allowed to 

place in such file a response of reasonable length to anything contained therein. The 

Tow11ship, with the employee's :fi.ill acknowledge of the contents, m.ay coimter-respond in 

writing to any material inserted by the employee.

A.RTICLEXX 

ElVIPLOYEE'S RIGHTS 

Rights and .·Protection in Representation. 

Pursuant to Chapter 123 Public Laws 1975, the Towuship hereby agrees that every 

employee of the Township shall Jmve the .right to freely organize, join and sup_port the 

Association and its affiliates for the pmpose of engaging in collective ba1:gain;ing activities 

for mutual aicl and protection. As a duly ekcted body exercising govemmental pow()rs 

under the laws ofthe State ofNew Jersey, the Tovmsbip undertakes and agrees that it shall 

not directly or indirectly discourage_, deprive or coerce any employee in the enjoyment of 

any right conferred by Chapter 123, Public Laws 1975 or other laws of New Jersey or the 

Constitutions ofNew Jersey or the United States; that it shall not discriminate against any 

employee with respect to wages, hours, or terms imd conditions or employment by means 

of his membership in the Association and its affiliates, Jnclucling collective negotiations 

with the Township, or his iustitution of any grievance, complaint or proceeding imder this 

Agreement or otherwise with respect to any terms and-conditions of employment 

B. Statutory Savings Clause 

N otbing contained herein shall be con:stmed to deny or restrict any employee such 

rights as he may have under New Jersey Statutes, the Constitutions of New Jersey and the 

United States, or other applicable laws and regulations. The rights granted to employees 

hereunder shall be deemed to be in addition to those provided elsewhere. 

C. Just Cause Provision 

No employee shall be discharged, disciplined, reprimanded, reduced in rank or 
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compensation, or deprived of any employee advantage, or given an adverse evaluation of 

his service without jus! cause. Any such action asserted by the Trn-vnship, or any agent or 

represe.n[ative thereof, shall be subject to the grievance procedure herein set fo1th. 

D. Pub fie Criticism of Officers 

Any question or criticism by a supervisor, administrator, or member of' the 

goveming body, of a police officer shall be made in con:ficlence ancl not in the presence of 

other employees (with the exception of the employee's representative), member of the 

general publi.c, or al any other public gathering. The same shall be applied to an employee 

expressing criticism of supervisors, ac1minis1rntive personnel or .members ofthe governing 

body. An alleged violation of this section shall not be a.rbitrable. 

E. In an effort to insure that Departmental InvestigatiollE (whether in-person 

or conducted through reports ancl/or written qLJestionnai:re) are conducted ln a manner that 

is fair and that promotes good order and discipline, the To1\nship and Department agree to 

follow the Attorney General Guideline,3 on lntemal Affairs. 

ARTICLE XX! 

DISCRilVIINATION AND COERCION 

TI1e pmtie,s hereto agree that m1y and all cliscimiiuatory activities by.employees are 

inimical to the welfare of not only residents of om community but also to the welfare of 

the employees. 

Therefore, the parties agree that there shall be no discrimination, interference or 
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coercion by the Township or by any of its agents agairu,i the Association or against the 

employee represented by the Association becaiise of membership activity in the 

Association. Nor shall the Township discriminate in favor of or assist any labor or police 

organization which in any way affects the Association's rights as certified representative 

for the peiiod during which the Association remains the certified representative of the 

employees. 

There shall be no discrimination or coercion by the Association or any of its agents 

against any employee covered by this Agreement because of membership or non­

membership in the Association. 

Neither the Township nor the Association shall discriminate against any employee 

based on age, race, raoial profiling, color, gender, religion, marital status, national origin, 

physical handicaps, political affiliation, Association membership or non-membership, or 

legal association activity permitted herei.11. 

The To,'Vnship will cooperate with ihe Association with respect to ali teasonable 

req)lests concerning the Association's responsibilities as certified representative. 

Parties agree that they will be bouod not only by the Constitutions of the United 

States and the State of New Jersey but by current statutes of the State of New Jersey and 

ordinances of the community, all decisions rendered by the Courts of New Je:rsey or the 

Federal Courts, and any and all statutory amendments and changes that become enacted 

during the term of this Agreement. 

The parties hereto record that all discriminato1y activities as set fmth hereinabove, 

are an anathema to the welfare of our community and its citizens and residents and the 



public in general. Accordingly the parties agree to cooperate in the foste,ring and 

development of all edncational cunicula that can be utilized for the farther training of our 

employees to this end. 

Both parties agree to vigorously encourage participation by the employees in all 

educational curricula that may be promulgated and available to them. The parties :fi.uther 

agree that any recognition certifications received by the employee shall be inserted in all 

their individual files upon completing any educational courses. 

It is the fmthe.r intention of this Article that these aforesaid prohibitions against 

discrimination shall be additionally applicable to the conduct ofthe employees covered by 

th.is Agreement with respect to all the citizens and residents of the Township of Monroe 

and the public at large. 

ARTICLE x..xn 
REPRESENTATION FEE 

A. Purpose of Fee 

If a member of this bargaining unit does not become a member of the Association 

during any membership year which is covered by this Agreement, in whole or in part, said 

employee will be required to pay a representation fee to flus Association for that 

membership year. The pmpose of this fee -will be to offset the employee's per capita cost 

of services rendered by this Association as majority representative. 
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B. Amouut of Fee. 

1. Notification 

Prior to the beginning of each membership year, the Association -will notify the 

Township Business Administrator in ,witi.ng of the amount of regular membership dues. 

initiation fees and assessments charged by the Association to its own members for the 

membership year. The representation fee to be.paid by anon-member will he equal to 85% 

of the total am01mt. 

2. Legal Maximum 

In order to adequately offset the per capita cost of services rendered by the 

Association as Majority representative, the representation fee should be equal i\ amount to 

the l'egular membership dues, initiation fees and assessments c.harges by the As\ iciation to 

its ovm members, and the representation fee has been set at 85% of that anJ mt solely 
J 

because that is tlie maximum presently allowed by law. It the law is changed, :ris regard 

the amount of representation fee automatically will be increased to the ma:ximtl\ _ l allowed, 

said increase to become effective as oftl1e beginning of the Association me111bership year 

immediately following the effective date of the change. Should the maximum am01111t be 

decreased by law, the Association would have the final say as to whether or not to 

implement the fee or remove the arli.cle. 

C. Deduction ancl Transmission of Fee 

1. Notification 

Once during each membership year covered in whole or in part by this Agreement, 

the Association will submit to the To,vnship Business Administrator a list of those 
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employees who have not become members of the ,Association for the cunent membership 

year. The Township will deduct from the salaries of such employees, in accordance with 

paragraph two (2) below, the full amolmt of representation fee and promptly will transmit 

the amount so deducted to tbe Association. 

2. Payroll Deduction Scl1edufo 

The Township ·will deduct the representation fee in equal :installments, as nearly as 

possible, from the paychecks paid to each employee on the aforementioned non-member 

list during the remainder of the membership year in queBtion. The deductions will begin 

with the :first paycheck paid: Ten (10) days after receipt of tbe aforementioned non-member 

list by the To1,1mship Business Administrator; or Thirty (30) days after the employee begins 

his or her employment in the bargaining nnit position, unless the employee previously 

served in a non-bargainiJ1g unit position and then became covered by this Agreement or 

was laid off, in which event the deduction will begin with the fil'st paycheck paid to said 

employee after the resuruption of the employees' employment in a bargaining 1mit position. 

3. Termination ofEmpfoyment 

IT an employee who is required to pay a representation fee terminates bis./her 

employment for any reason or cause before the Association has received the full amount 

of the representation fee to which it is entitled 1mder this Agreement the Township will 

deduct tbe unpaid portion oftbe fee from the last paycheck paid to said employee during 

tbe membership year in question. 
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4. JVIechanics 

Except as otherwise provided in this Article, the mechanics for the deduction of 

representation fees and the transmission of such fees and the transmission of such fees to 

the Association will, as nearly as possible, be the same as those used for the deduction and 

transmission of regular membership dues. The Township will, however, indicate in those 

records transmitted to the Association which monies are from clues and which monies are 

receipts from the representation fee. 

5. Changes 

The Association will notify the Township Business Administrator in \vriting of any 

changes in the list of non-members provided for in paragraph one (1.) above and/or the 

amount of the representation fee, and such changes will be reflected in any deduction made 

more than. ten (10) days after the Business Administrator received said notification. 

6. New Employees 

On or·about the last day of each monfu, beginning with the month this Agreement 

becomes effective, the Township will submit to the Association, a list of all new employees 

who began thei.:r employment in a bargaining unit position during the preceding thirty (30) 

day period. The list will include names, job titles, and dates of employment for all such 

employees. 

D. The Association shall iqdemnify, defend and save the Township harmless 

against any and all claims, demands, suits or other forms of liability that shall arise out of 

or by reason of action taken by the To'wnship in reliance upon salary deduction 

authorization emus and submitted by the Association to the Township or in reliance upon 
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the official notification on the letterhead of the Association and signed by the President of 

the Association advising of such charged deduction. 

ARTICLEXXID 

DEDUCTIONS FROM SALARY 

A. Tlie To,vnship agrees to deduct from the salaries of employees, subject to 

this Agreement, dues from the Association and such deductions shall be made in 

compliance with chapter 310, Public Laws of 1967, NJ.SA. 52:14-15.9 (e) as amended. 

Said monies collected for each month, together with records of any conections shall be 

transmitted to the Association Treasurer on or before the 15111 day of the follo-wing month. 

B. If during the life of this Agreement there shall be any change in the rate of 

membership dues, the Association shall furnish to the To,vnship written notice thitiy (30) 

days prior ~~ffective date of such change and shall ftunish new authorizations from 

its mem)>/s shoV>'lllg the authorized deduction for each employee. 

IC. I11e Association will provide the necessary "check-off authoriz.1tion" form 

and deliver the signed forms to the appropriate Township officer. The Association shall 

indemnify, defend and save the Township harmless against any and all claitns, demands, 

suits ot other forms of liability 11:iat shall arise out of or by reason of action taken by the 

Tm,,nship in reliance upon salary deduction authorization cal'ds su.btuitted by the 

Association to the Tovmship. 
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ARTICLE :XXlV 

MAINTENANCE OF WORK OPERATIONS 

The Association hereby covenants and agrees fuat during the terms of tlris 

Agreement, neither the Association nor any person actio!'; in its behalf will cause, authorize 

or support, nor will any of its members take part iJ1 any silike (i.e., the concerted failure to 

report for duty or w.illfol absence of any employee from his position. or stoppage or work, 

or absence in whole or in pmt, from the full, faithful and proper pei.fonnance of fhe 

employee's cluti.es of employment), work stoppage, slow-clov,n, walk out or other illegal 

job action against the Township. The Association agrees that such action would constitnte 

a material breach of this Agreement. 

·B. The Association agrees tbat it will make every reasonable effort to prevent 

its members from participating in any strike, work stoppage, slow-clown, or other activity 

aforementioned or supporting such activity by any other employee or group of employees 

of the To,vnship and that the Association ,v:ill publicly disavow each action and order all 

such members who participate in such. activities to cease and desist from same innnediately 

and retum to work, and take such. other steps as may be necessary under the circumstm1ces 

to bring about compliance with the Association order. 

C. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed to limit or restrict 

the Tow11shlp in its rightto seek and obtain such judicial relief as it may be entitled to have 

in law or in equity for injunction or damages, or both. in the event of such breach by the 

Association or its members. 
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ARTICLEXXV 

l\.'.IAINTENANCE OF BENJLFITS

PERSONAL DAYS 

Pe1·sonal days - employees covered by the provisions of this agreement shall be 

entitled to four ( 4) non-cumulative days a year leave of absence with pay for personal 

business. Personal days are equal to the mnnber of hours in an officer's shift .. Personal 

time shall be approved by the officer's direct supervisor. The Township reserves the right 

to deny requests for personal days as oonditions warrant, but authorization shall not be 

unreasonably withheld. For non-emergent situations, a request for a personal day can be 

denied if it v,ill reduce manpower for the shift below minimum manpower. Under such 

circumstances, the Township may request tha the o:fficc;r provide proof of the emergency 

upon bis return. to work.
