
PREAMBLE

This Agreement entered into this 1st day of July 2011, by and between the Board of Education of
the Vocational Schools in the County of Monmouth, New Jersey, hereinafter called the "Board"
and the International Union of Operating Engineers, Local 68, Local 684-688, hereinafter called
the "Union."

ARTICLE I

RECOGNITION

The Board of Education of the Monmouth County Vocational School District does hereby agree to
recognize the International Union of Operating Engineers, Local 68, Local 684-68B as the sole
and exclusive representative for collective negotiations of terms and conditions of employment for
al l  head custodians, custodians and part{ ime custodians.

Unless otherwise indicated, the term "employee" when used hereinafter in this Agreement, shall
refer to all employees represented by the Union of the negotiating unit as above defined, and
references to male or to female employees shall include both sexes.

ARTIGLE II

NEGOTIATION PROCEDURE

Part ies agree to enter into col lect ive negotiat ions pursuantto Chapter303 P.L. of 1968, in a
good faith offer to reach agreement on matters concerning the terms and conditions of
employment for all employees for whom the Union is authorized to negotiate. Such
negotiat ions shal l  begin on a date and at a site and t ime mutual ly agreed upon by both
parties. Any contract so negotiated shall be applicable to all personnel for whom the Union
is authorized to negotiate, shall be reduced to writing and shall be signed by the Board and
the Union.

The negotiating team of the Board shall consist of no more than four representatives
present at the table. The negotiating team of the Union shall consist of no more than four
members present at the table. Both sides must at all times be represented by a quorum but
neither side may demand the presence of any certain member of the other. A quorum shall
consist of a simple majority of the negotiating team.

C. Either party shall have the right to have its attorney and/or designated representative
present at a negotiation session.

Counter proposals submitted by either side shall be in writing, with a copy or copies left in
the hands of the other side. This provision may be waived by mutual consent.

Items agreed upon at a negotiation session shall be signed by the chairman of each
negotiat ing team.
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ARTICLE II I

UNION RIGHTS AND PRIVILEGES

Whenever any representative of the Union or any employee is mutually scheduled by the
parties to participate during working hours in any meetings to discuss business between the
Board and the Union, no loss of pay shall be suffered by the employee. Whenever a
meeting is mandated by a mediator, arbitrator, judge, PERC or other authority with such a
power, with such a meeting resulting from any action initiated by the Union, the Board shall
not reimburse employees for loss of pay unless the employees are called as witnesses for
the Board or payment is mandated by the ordering agency.

Representatives of the Union, lnternational Union of Operating Engineers, Local 68, Local
684-688 shall be permitted to transact official Union business on school property at all
reasonable t imes, with the approval of the Superintendent or his designee, provided that
this shall not interfere with or interrupt normal school operations.

Dues Deduction:

1. The Board agrees to deduct from the salary of any full-time employee covered by this
Agreement, dues and fees of the Union, which the employee authorizes the Board in
writing to deduct.

2. The Union shall certify to the Board in writing the current rate of its membership dues.

3. The Union shal l  hold the Board harmless from any claims concerning such dues and
other deductions providing the Board has forwarded such monies to the Union.

4. Dues shall be deducted semi-monthly and forwarded to the Union monthly.

ARTICLE IV

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

DEFINIT ION

A grievance shal l  be defined as a complaint by an employee thatthere has been as to him (1)a
violation of a specific section of this Agreement, (2) that he has been treated unfairly by reason of
an act or condition which is contrary to established Board policy or practice governing or affecting
employees, or (3) by an administrative decision affecting the employee which is inconsistent with
established Board policy or provisions of this Agreement. An "aggrieved person" shall mean a
person or persons having the same grievance.

Group Grievance - lf, in the judgment of the Union, a grievance affects a group or class of
employees, the Union may submit such grievance in writ ing to the Superintendent direct ly and the
processing of such grievance shall be commenced at Level Two.

PROCEDURE - In order for a grievance to be considered under this procedure, ini t ial  processing
must be initiated within thirty (30) calendar days of the occurrence within the knowledge of the
aggrieved of the matter to be grieved.

A. An employee with a grievance shall first discuss it with his immediate superior in an attempt
to resolve the matter informally at that level.

lf this informal discussion does not resolve the matter, the employee shall present his
complaint, in writ ing, within thirty (30) calendar days to his immediate superior, and this
complaint shal l  make known the ful l  detai ls of his grievance. The complaint shal l  specify:

1. the nature of the grievance
2. the nature and extent of any injury, loss or inconvenience
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3. the results of previous, informal discussions
4. his dissatisfaction with decisions previously rendered

His immediate superior shal l  inform the employee of his decision within thirty (30)
calendar days of receipt of the written grievance.

lf the complaint has not been settled satisfactorily by the employee's immediate superior,
the employee may request that the complaint be referred to the Superintendent of Schools.
This request shall be made in writing not more than thirty (30) calendar days following the
decision in Step 1. The Superintendent shal l  communicate a decision in writ ing within thirty
(30) calendar days after receipt of the grievance.

lf the complaint is not settled at the Superintendent level, the aggrieved employee may
within thirty (30) calendar days file a request in writing for a review by the Board of
Education, and said request for review shall be submitted in writing through the
Superintendent, who shal l  attach al l  related papers, decisions and summaries to said
request and fonruard all documents to the Board.

The Board shall review the grievance and may, at its option, conduct a hearing in
connection with said grievance. Within thirty (30) calendar days from the date of said
hearing, or within forty-five (45) calendar days from the receipt by the Board of the request
for review of said grievance, the Board shall prepare and render to the aggrieved employee
its decision, in writing, with respect to said grievance.

Grievances arising under the express terms of this contract will proceed to Binding
Arbitrat ion. The Union may submit a formal demand for arbitrat ion pursuant to the rules
and regulat ions of PERC. The only grievances which may proceed to Binding Arbitrat ion
are those based upon an allegation that there has been a violation of the express written
terms of the locally negotiated Agreement.

Grievances which concern the interpretation, application or alleged violation of policies and
administrative decisions shall not be subject to arbitration.

A request for such arbitration shall be made no later than thirty (30) calendar days following
the determination of the Board. Failure to file within the time limit shall constitute a bar to
arbitration unless the parties have extended the time by mutual agreement in writing.

A copy of the arbitrator 's decision shal l  be simultaneously furnished to the Union and the
Board. The arbitrator shal l  l imit himself to the issue submitted and shal l  consider nothing
else. He can add nothing to, nor subtract anything from, this Agreement between the
parties or any policy of the Board of Education. The recommendation of the arbitrator shall
be binding on the part ies.

E. Nothing herein contained shal l  be construed as l imit ing the r ight of any employee having a
grievance to discuss the matter informally with any appropriate member of the
administrat ion.

ARTICLE V

EMPLOYEE RIGHTS

A. Whenever any employee is required to appear before the Superintendent, Board or any
committee or member thereof concerning any matter which could adversely affect the
continuation of that employee in his office, position, or employment, or the salary or any
increments pertaining thereto, then he may, when it appears to him that one of the purposes
of the meeting may have such adverse effect, suspend the meeting, until he can be
accompanied by a representative of the Union to advise and represent him if or when such
meeting or interview is rescheduled.
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B. No employee shall be prevented from wearing lapel pins or other similar identification of
membership in the Union or i ts aff i l iates.

ARTICLE VI

EMPLOYEE ASSIGNMENT. TRANSFER AND PROMOTION

A. Insofar as possible, al l  employees shal l  be informed of their bui lding assignment for the
forthcoming year no later than the end of the school year.

B. The parties recognize that transfers between schools may be necessary after the close of
the school year. While the right of determination to assign or transfer is vested in the
Board, the Board will not assign or transfer an employee without prior discussion between
the Superintendent and the employee. l f  such employee is not readi ly avai lable, he shal l  be
notified by registered mail of such reassignment or transfer.

C. As any vacancy is officially made known to him, the Superintendent shall have posted on
faculty room bulletin boards in all school buildings, within five (5) school days after the
Board meeting at which it took action upon that vacancy, a listing of known vacancies that
shal l  occur during the fol lowing year.

D. An employee may apply for any posit ion at any t ime. Such application shal l  be in writ ing,
addressed to the Superintendent of Schools. Applications wil l  be considered should such
vacancy occur either during the school year or during the summer. This appl icat ion should
be renewed annually. When openings occur, employees with applications on file shall be
notified of their consideration for the position.

E. In the event of permanent transfer, employees will be given a minimum of two weeks notice.

ARTICLE VII

SALARIES

The salary guides for all employees covered by this Agreement are set forth in Schedule A, which
is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

Head Custodian

A pay differential of $950.00 per year will be added to any employee's annual salary that is
assigned as Head Custodian.

Eveninq Shift Differential

A pay differential of $625.00 per year will be added to any employee's annual salary that is
assigned an evening shift.

Part-Time Custodians

Part-Time Custodians will be paid part-time hourly wage rates listed on Schedule A. Hourlv
emplovees working 8 hours or more per dav wil l  deduct a % hour unpaid meal.

Travel

Custodians who are assigned to more than one school within the work day will be paid at
the state OMB rate per mile of the distance between schools when using their own vehicle.

After ten (10) years of ful l- t ime employment, each member of the bargaining unit shal l
receive an annual longevity payment of $1,000.00. After fifteen (15) years of full{ime
employment, each member of the bargaining unit shal l  receive an addit ional $500.00
annually, or a total of $1,500.00 each year after fifteen (15) years. After twenty (20) years of
ful l{ ime employment, each member shal l  receive an addit ional $500.00 annually, or a total
of $2,000.00 after twenty (20) years. After twenty-five (25) years of full-time employment,
each member shal l  receive an addit ional $500.00 annually, or a total of $2,500.00 after
twenty-five (25) years.



ARTICLE VIII

PERSONNEL

Leave and Absence (Excludes part-time custodians)

All employees must report their expected absence prior to the start of their regular work day and
indicate the reason for the expected absence. Reporting procedures are to be as designated by
the Superintendent.

A certificate of absence is to be filed for all absences by all employees.

A. Leave Due to Personal l l lness

Annual Absence Allowance for Personal ll lness - Sick Leave:

a. Definition: Sick leave is defined by law "to mean the absence from his or her
post of duty, of any such person because of personal disability due to il lness or
injury, or because he or she has been excluded from school by the school
district's medical authorities on account of contagious disease or of being
quarantined for such a disease in his or her immediate household."

b. Employees under twelve (12) month contracts shall be allowed sick leave with
full pay for a minimum of twelve working days each calendar year. A certificate
of absence shall be filed by every custodian for any absence.

Cumulative Sick Leave for Personal l l lness:

lf any such person requires in any school year less than the then specified
number of days sick leave with pay al lowed, al l  days of such minimum sick
leave not util ized that year shall be accumulative to be used as additional sick
leave as needed in subsequent years.

3. Extended Leave for Personal ll lness:

Absence beyond the accrued leave credit shall receive separate consideration
by the Board of Education, based upon the merits of the individual case. Any
decision made is not to be considered setting a pattern of precedence.
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B. Leave Due to Death in lmmediate Familv

1. An employee may be absent from school duties without loss of pay for a period of not
to exceed more than five (5) days for each death in the immediate family.

2. Definit ion: lmmediate family shal l  be construed to mean: father, mother, husband,
wife, child, sister, brother, grandparents, father-in-law, mother-in-law, son-in-law,
daughter- in-law and grandchild.

3. Leave due to death in the immediate family must be taken within seven (7) days of
the death unless permission has been granted by the Superintendent.

C. Death of Relative

1. An employee may be absent from school duties without loss of pay for a period of one
(1) day for the death of a relative.

2. Definit ion: Relat ive shal l  be construed to mean: uncle, aunt, niece, nephew, brother-
in-law, sister-in-law, and includes housekeeper for immediate family, if not a relative,
or anyone l iving with immediate family.

3. Leave due to death of a relative must be taken within seven (7) days of the death
unless permission has been granted by the Superintendent.

D. Personal Leave

1. Definition: Personal leave is defined as absence from employment for which personal
business other than defined within this contract and cannot be accomplished after
scheduled working hours. An employee shall be permitted four (4) personal days per
year. Personal days not used during the given year shall be credited to cumulative
sick leave for personal il lness on July 1 of the following year.

2. Procedure:

a. The District's "Request for Personal Leave" form shall be completed and
submitted to the Superintendent's Office for approval prior to the day such
absence is to occur.

b. The term "personal business" is all that is required when submitting a "personal
leave" requestforone (1) personal day. This form must be submitted at least
one day prior to the requested personal day.

c. Personal day may be requested as "gqglg-q personal business" the night
before or the morning of, if requested directly to the employee's immediate
supervisor with reason. The immediate supervisor's decision is f inal.

d. Personal days requested on work days preceding or following holidays or on in-
service days may be granted with specific reasons that are directly
communicated to the Superintendent in writ ing or verbal ly.

e. Consecutive personal days may be granted with documented information that is
presented in writing to the Superintendent.

f . The Superintendent reserves the right to deny personal days for a given
date(s). Should an employee be denied a personal day, the Superintendent wi l l
provide a reason for the denial in writing.

E. Pavment of Unused Sick Leave at Retirement

1a. For members emploved bv the Distr ict prior to June 30, 1996:



b.

PaymentJor,unused sick leave at retirement will be capped at $1 4,400, at a per diem
rate of 11240"'per day of their current contract for twelve (12) month employees.

For every accumulated sick day remaining after the cap has been met, the Board willpay 25% face value for each remaining sick day.

Members employed by the District prior to June 30, 1996, shall have the monetary
value of their sick bank frozen as of June 30,2011. l t  is understood should an
employee need to utilize a portion of this frozen sick bank, the monetary value would
be subsequently adjusted down.

Payment for unused sick leave at retirement will be capped at $1 4,400 at a per diem
rate of 1lz4}th per day of their current contract for twelve'(12) month employees.

c. For members emploved bv the Distr ict on or after Julv 1, 2009:

Payment for unused sick leave at ret irement wil l  be capped at $1 4,400, at a per diem
rate of 1l26}th per day of their current contract for twelve' (12) month employees.

2. Retirement, as defined above, does not include "deferred retirement."

3. lf an employee has ten (10) years in the District, this benefitwill be paid to the estate
in the event of death.

Emergencv Absence

Emergency Absence due to il lness in family shall be at the discretion of the Superintendent
who may allow up to one (1) day's absence without salary deduction. Leave (1 day per
year) that is not.used during the period of July 1 to June 30 during a given year shalf becredited to cumulative sick leave for personal il lness on July 1 of the iollowing year

Absence for Other Reasons

Loss of full pay for each day of absence.

Health Benefits

The Board shall provide employee and dependent coverage under the School Employees
Health Benefits Program.

Prescription Plan

The Board of Education agrees to pay 1oo% of the premium for each member of
the Union who subscribes to the group prescription plan. Employee co-payments
shall be as follows:

$25.00 non-generic at retail pharmacy
$10.00 generic at retai l  pharmacy
$10.00 mai l  order

Dental Plan

The Board of Education agrees to provide coverage for the purpose of providing a
dental insurance program for family coverage. Coverage will include a basic dental
plan plus orthodontic rider. Coverage will be as follows:
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$50 per person/$150 per family deductible on treatment

Vacation: Head Custodians and Custodians (Excludes part-time custodians)

1. Custodians Entitled to Two Weeks of Annual Paid Vacation Leave:

This shall apply to all full-time, twelve (12) month custodial personnel with less than
eight (8) years of service.

a- Length of employment for annual vacation purposes shal l  be computed to July
1 succeeding the date of ini t ial  employment.

b. Amount of paid annual vacation leave for those persons employed less than ayear shall be computed in accordance with the following table:

2. Custodians Entitled to Three Weeks of Annual Paid Vacation Leave:

This shal l  apply to al l  ful l- t ime, twelve (12) month custodial personnel with eight (8) or
more years of service. They will be given fifteen (15) days of vacation per yeat.

3. Custodians Entitled to Four Weeks of Annual Paid Vacation Leave:

This shal l  apply to al l  ful l- t ime, twelve (12) month custodial personnel with 10 or moreyears of service. One full year credit shall be given to an employee who was hired
after Julv 1 but before Januarv 1 in determinino ten vears of service.

Custodians with four weeks of vacation time may take up to one week of vacation
during the school year on days when students are not in session under the following
conditions:

a. Request must be submitted to the Superintendent by September 15 of that
school year.
b. No more than 25% of the custodian staff may use vacation time during the
school year on either the Winter or Spring break.
c. lf more than 25% of the custodians request vacation time during the school
year, initial decisions will be made on a seniority basis. After that, requests will be
approved on a rotational basis.

lf and when any fringe benefits involving medical-surgical, hospital, major medical or dental
benefits and prescription are renegotiated with any other unit or gioup of the Board's
employees, such benefits shall be a matter for negotiation by Local 08 l.U.O.E. and the
Monmouth County Vocational School Board.

ARTICLE IX

WORK SCHEDULE
(Excludes Part-Time Custodians)

A. The hours shall be forty (40) hours per week with a 112 hour unpaid lunch.



For time worked beyond eight (8) hours per day of the normal Monday through Friday
work week, the employees shall receive 1-112 times the computed hourly rate based
on the annual salary.

Any custodian cal led in for duty shal l  work a minimum of three (3) hours and be paid
at 1-112 t imes the computed hourly rate based on the annual salary. l f  cal led in for
duty, a custodian may choose to work less than the minimum of three hours if the
work assigned during cal l  in t ime is of lesser duration as determined by the
appropriate supervisor. In no circumstances will the custodian called in for duty be
compensated for less than 1-112 hours of cal l  in t ime and be paid at 1-112 t imes the
computed hourly rate based on the annual salary. Any custodian called in for duty
between 11:00 p.m. and 5:00 a.m. on any day of the week shal l  be compensated for
a minimum of three (3) hours at 1-112 t imes the computed hourly rate based on the
annual salary even if the work assigned requires a lesser duration of time to
complete.

The employees will follow the twelve (12) month calendar adopted by the Board of
Education. (All state legal holidays will be scheduled as days off or in the case when
schools are open, another day in the calendar wil l  be designated as the hol iday.)

Any custodian required to work on a legal New Jersey holiday when the District is
closed will receive two (2) times the computed hourly rate based on the annual salary.

The work schedule of custodians will not be altered in the event of emergency closing
of individual schools or the Distr ict as a whole.

During July and August the hours shal l  be 40 hours per week with a 1/2 hour paid
lunch included in the same.

ARTICLE X

MEMBER'S EMPLOYMENT

All personnel who desire to leave the employment of the Board through retirement must apply in
writing to the Superintendent giving the effective date of such retirement at least sixty (60) days
before such retirement is to become effective.

ARTICLE XI

REDUCTION OR RESTORATION OF THE WORK FORCE

The Board shall use the following criteria in the reduction or restoration of the work force:

A. Personnel evaluations on f i le.
B. Employee past attendance records.
C. Date of ini t ial  employment.
D. Other information (if any) that is on file.

ARTICLE XII

REPRESENTATION FEE

B.
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A. Representation Fee
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lf a permanent employee does not become a member of the Union during any membership
year (from July 1 to the following June 30) which is covered in whole or in part by this
Agreement, said employee will be required to pay a representation fee to the Union for that
membership year. lf the obligation to pay a representation fee as aforesaid does not
commence at the beginning of a membership year, the amount of said representation fee
shall  be in an amount equal to no more than eighty-f ive percent (85%) of the regular Union
membership dues, fees, and assessments as certified to the Board of Education by the
Union, provided that in the event the governing statute is amended so as to either increase
or decrease the permissible amount of a representation fee, this Agreement shall be
deemed to have been automatically amended to conform to such statutory change.

Procedure

1. Notification: Prior to September 1 of each year, the Union will submit to the Board of
Education a list of those employees who have not become members of the Union for
the then current membership year. The Board of Education will deduct from the
salaries of such employees, in accordance the payroll deduction schedule, the full
amount of the representation fee and will promptly transmit the amount so deducted
to the Union.

Pavroll Deduction Schedule: The Board of Education will deduct the representation
fee in equal installments, as nearly as possible, from the paychecks paid to each
employee on the aforesaid l ist during the remainder of the membership year in
question. The deductions wil l  begin with the f irst paycheck paid either ten (10) days
after receipt of the aforesaid list by the Board of Education; or thirty (30) days after the
employee begins his or her regular and temporary employment over ninety (90) days
in a bargaining unit posit ion.

Mechanics of Deduction and Transmission of Fees. Except as othenruise provided in
this Article, the mechanics for the deduction of representation fees and the
transmission of such fees to the Union will be the same as those used for the
deduction and transmission of regular monthly membership dues to the Union which
shall be deducted on the first pay period of the month.

Chanqes: The Union wil l  noti fy the Board of Education in writ ing of any changes in
the list provided for in Section 8.1 above and/orthe amount of the representation fee,
and such changes wil l  be ref lected in any deductions made more than ten (10) days
after the Board of Education receives said notice.

5. New Emplovees: On or about the last day of each month, beginning with the month
this Agreement becomes effective, the Board of Education will submit to the Union a
l ist of al l  employees who began their employment in a bargaining unit posit ion during
the preceding thirty (30) day period. The l ist wi l l  include names, job t i t les, and dates
of employment for all such employees.

6. Termination of Emplovment. lf an employee who is required to pay a representation
fee terminates his or her employment with the Board of Education before the Union
has received the full amount of the representation fee to which it is entitled under this
Article through the last day of the month in which employment ceases, the Board of
Education will deduct the unpaid portion of the monthly fee from the last paycheck
paid to said employee during the membership year in question.

lndemnif icat ion

With respect to dues deductions, representation fee deductions, and the Union's demand
return system established pursuant to law, the Union shall indemnify, defend, and hold the
Board of Education harmless against any and al l  claims, demands, suits, or other forms of
liability that shall arise out of, or by reason of, action taken by the Board of Education
pursuant to the above provisions concerning dues deductions and representation fee. lt is
furthermore expressly understood that the representation fee provision set forth above shall
not be effective unless and until the Union shall have notified the Board of Education in
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writing that it has adopted a demand return system which fully complies with applicable
statutory provisions.

ARTICLE XIII

NOTICE

A copy of this Agreement shall be kept on file with the secretaries in each building, as well as a
posted copy on the Board's website, www.mcvsd.org for reference and personal duplication.

The Board of Education agrees to provide the Union a twelve (12) month notice of any intent to
reduce custodians represented by Local 68 for the purpose of privatizing.

Whenever any notice is required to be given by either of the parties to this Agreement to the other,
pursuant to the provision(s) of the Agreement, either party shall do so by fax or registered letter at
the following addresses:

DURATION OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall be effective as of July 1, 2011 and shall continue in effect until June 30,
2014. This Agreement shall not be extended orally and it is expressly understood that it shall
expire on the date indicated.
